· Respect selection decisions made by captains and coaches – remember you play for Bicester Hockey Club not for a specific team

· Take  individual responsibility to inform the club of your availability

· Inform your team captain of your availability for the next week  before you leave after a match

· Suggest alternative availability and approach appropriate captain(s) if you are unable to play for your normal team

· Commit to playing at home or away

· Play once you have agreed play

· Know start times of all training and matches, prepare yourself properly and arrive in time  – remember start time is not turn up time

· Inform your captain as soon as possible If you are unable to play or are going to be late 

· Understand that failure to turn up or late unavailability may result in you being dropped or not being offered a place in an alternative team the following week

· Arrive on time for team/club meetings

· Carry out any duties on behalf of the club diligently and effectively – especially where you hold a formal club position 

· Players are recommended to wear suitable protective kit – including a gum shield, shin pads, suitable clothing and footwear– for training and match sessions, as agreed with the coach/team manager.

· Support club sponsors by wearing official team shirts etc  

· Bring sufficient money to each game to pay your match fees

· Try to attend club training every week, or commit to alternative training to maintain improve your fitness
